The funding will address immediate infrastructure needs, including stabilizing the deteriorating section
of 53 Avenue, which has been affected by a road slide. In addition, the County will oversee the demolition
of the condemned Sangudo Hotel, a longstanding safety hazard due to collapsing structure and the
presence of multiple hazardous materials.

“This is more than an infrastructure project—it's a strategic move to ensure the future prosperity of
Sangudo,” said Joe Blakeman, Reeve, Lac Ste. Anne County. “By addressing critical safety concerns and
enhancing the hamlet's appeal, we are creating a solid foundation for economic growth, supporting local
businesses, and making Sangudo an attractive destination for both residents and visitors.”
